NT language for finding faith is the                            
language of rescue:

• He will save his people from their 
sins (Matt 1:21)

• The Son of Man came to seek and 
save that which was lost (Lk 19:12)

• whoever believes in him should 
not perish… (Jn 3:16)



Language of missions is the language of rescue:

go save all   
you can’”

• “ Rescue the 
perishing.  

They are all 
around you, 
crowds upon 

crowds, 
multitudes”

(William Booth)

• “ Some want to live within the sound of church or 
chapel bell; I want to run a rescue shop within a yard of 

Hell” (C.T. Studd)



1. Rescue the Perishing – Why?

• He who does not believe is condemned already
(Jn 3:18)

• He who does not believe shall not see life… the 
wrath of God abides on him (Jn 3:36)

• …unless you repent you will perish (Lk 13:3)



2. Rescue the Perishing – How?

i.  by praying
The energy put forth by the fervent 
praying of a righteous man brings 
mighty things to pass (James 5:16).

ii.  by going

…anointed me to preach… (Lk 4:18)

…so I send you (Jn 20:21)

Go, therefore… (Matt 28:19)

iii.  by speaking

…he will speak words to you by which 
you will be saved (Acts 11:14)
